
The family estate of Piero Busso is a leading name in Barbaresco for its 
dedication in capturing the natural elegance of Nebbiolo from Neive. 
Piero Busso’s father planted in 1948 by hand the Nebbiolo vines that 
today wrap around the family’s house and cellar in cru ‘Albesani.’  Now 
Piero’s son, Pierguido, and daughter, Emanuela, work side by side with 
their father and mother, Lucia, in crafting the family’s soulful wines.  
Indeed, of the top estates in Barbaresco, it is Busso that makes true 
wines of the soil, each carefully selected, organically raised cru telling a 
generations-deep story of why this part of Piedmont is so enchanted.

WINEMAKING: Hand-harvested.  Pressed full cluster; fermented on 
indigeneous yeasts in stainless steel tank.  Aged on fine lees in tank for one 
year; aged in bottle forsix months. 

TASTING IMPRESSIONS:  Aromas of white fruit, light herbs, citrus.  Medium-
bodied, with bright acidity and lively, ripe fruit.  

PAIRING SUGGESTIONS: As an aperitif; with fresh ricotta or other young 
cheese; white meat or veal
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
