Dear Friends,

Like many of you, we’ve been glued to the news for the past few months, as the Trump administration has 
kept our industry on edge with its tariffs brinkmanship. As of mid-August the current tariff rate between 
the European Union and the United States is 15%, an added cost that is borne directly by importers like us.

North Berkeley has worked tirelessly since tariffs were first announced in April to secure discounts from our 
many partners in France and Italy (as well as lowering our own margins) to alleviate the effects of tariffs on 
prices. These discounts will help to directly lower the tariff amount that will be passed on as a surcharge.

Know that as a rule, we are not rolling the tariff amount into the cost of goods (COG) but 
instead passing on ONLY the tariff amount as a surcharge on affected wines, regardless of price 
level. In keeping the tariff separate, we believe this keeps pricing transparent and also offers us greater 
flexibility, if or when current rules on tariffs change. (Which, as we’ve seen, they certainly will.)

For our California customers, the tariff surcharge (listed here in this catalog as dollars per case) will be 
applied either to the frontline price or after any discounts have been applied.

We are not profiting or benefiting from any markup in this current tariff regime. Our ultimate goal is 
to ensure prices remain as low and reasonable as possible, and to keep the effects of the tariffs to an 
absolute minimum for our loyal and long-term clients.

We are also active members of the US Wine Trade Alliance and are following their work closely, as well as 
doing our best to stay on top of the rapidly changing news out of both the United States and Europe.

On behalf of the whole team at North Berkeley Imports, which now includes our new offices in Tribeca covering 
the New York and New Jersey markets, I want to thank you for your trust amid these tumultuous times.

It has not been easy to plan for the future, when the rules of the game seem to change almost daily. 
We aim always to be a partner you can trust, with products you love, and pricing structures that are as 
transparent and fair as possible.	

I personally remain positive and know that together we’ll get through these challenges with success, just 
as we have in the past.
