The estate in Courthézon, in the northeastern part of the Chateauneuf-du-
Pape appellation, boasts a mix of terroirs with a predominance of sand,
which gives Caillou wines their silky elegance and fine-grained texture.
The estate has been practicing biodynamic viticulture since 2003, and was
certified organic in 2010. Caillou’s devotion to the character of the land
