that destroyed Pompeii and continues to rumble, shaking daily the nerves of the
Napolitani—grape growing is an ancient art, the lava-rich, sandy slopes of the volcano
providing perfect terroir for rare, native grapes such as Catalanesca and Piedirosso. Ciro
Giordano (pictured), together with winemaker Andrea Cozzolino, started this project

in 2004, which includes vineyards in the Vesuvio National Park, a protected area that
provides vines with an ideal biodiversity in which to thrive. This is fine winemaking that
respects the natural landscape of Vesuvius while cultivating historic vines on soils that
have known them for centuries. Certified organic.

Domaine Amelie & Charles Sparr
Alsace | France

Charles represents the 12th generation of his family of Alsatian negociants-vignerons;
his wife Amelie hails from the larger Barmés-Buecher winemaking clan, natives of
Wettolsheim. Inheriting vineyards from both sides of the family—some 30 acres,
including four grand crus—the couple started their own domaine in 2017 to create
terroir-true, dry wines according to organic/biodynamic principles. One of France’s most
engaging winemaking regions, Alsace today is on the cusp of a vinous reawakening.
Young talents like Charles and Amelie are shaking things up for the better, with a more
disciplined look at Alsace’s rich terroir, matching grape varietals with soils that express
them best.

Winemaker Philippe Chéron is the talent behind Domaine du Couvent, a family-run estate
based in an ancient convent in Gevrey-Chambertin. Totaling some 25 acres in the Cote de
Nuits, the estate owns a grand diversity of terroirs, including parcels in Gevrey, Chambolle
and Vougeot, as well as Vosne, Nuits and Marsannay—not to mention three monopole
vineyards. Calling himself a “winemaker in the service of his vineyards,” Philippe—now with
his son Paul, who works in both the fields and the cella—makes clear in each special and
rare bottle that terroir should be center stage. Practicing organic.

“We'go where the wind takes us,” was long the motto of Nathalie and Benjamin Boyer,
two talented winemakers-for-hire, who for many years crafted wines for other domaines
across. France. After living in regions as diverse as Burgundy, Corsica and Monbazillac; the
duo decided it was time to do their own thing: The wind finally brought them to.a plot of
land in Fitou, one of Languedoc's oldest appellations, and a winery serendipitously named
Domaine du Vent: “of the wind.” Here this.mountainous, Mediterranean-terroir and its
star grape, Carignan, give red wines of spice and substance.
